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Louisiana's coastal erosion crisis requires a multi-faceted approach, and citizens play a vital role in prevention and restoration efforts.

3 Ways You Can Make a Difference

1) Recycle your glass! 
Instead of sending your used glass to a landfill, turn it into sand for Coastal Restoration projects.  
Glass Half Full https://glasshalffull.co collects glass for free at several locations throughout the city. You can also enroll in residential or business glass pickup – which is how they fund their operations. 
Patronize bars and restaurants who recycle their glass (see partial list below) and if your favorite bar or restaurant doesn’t recycle - ask them to do so.


2) Take part in a Coastal Restoration project!  
Volunteer with organizations like the Coalition to Restore Coastal Louisiana https://www.crcl.org/volunteer/ and Glassroots  https://www.weareglassroots.org/volunteer to build oyster reefs or plant marsh grass or building dunes. BTNEP  https://volunteer.btnep.org regularly hosts environmental clean-ups.

3) Get political!
Healthy Gulf  https://healthygulf.org/get-involved/take-action/ provides numerous ways you can advocate for stronger environmental policies. 4) Educate yourself!

5) Recycle your own oyster shells https://www.crcl.org/new-orleans-drop-off-locations/  (at The Green Project, Glass Half Full, etc.) and patronize restaurants that recycle their shells (see list below) to aid in reef building projects. 
If your favorite restaurant doesn’t recycle - ask them to do so. (Restaurants get a tax break for recycling their shells!)

6) Plant native trees and shrubs. Help foster the flora and fauna which keep our land together.

Your support and engagement are crucial for the long-term health of Louisiana's coast!
